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The 14" September is Holy Cross
Day on which day the Church
celebrates the Cross as a
symbol of triumph, as the
sign of Christ’s victory

over death. Holy Cross

Day goes right back to 14
September 335, and we
have the mother of a

Roman Emperor to thank

for it.

Helena was a devout

Christian, and after her son,
Constantine, was

converted, they agreed that

she should travel from

Rome to Israel, and seek out the
places of special significance to
Christians.

Of course, much of Jerusalem had
been destroyed by the Romans
around 135 AD. But even so,
Helena finally located what she
believed to be the sites of the
Crucifixion and of the Burial (and
modern archaeologists think she
may well be correct). The sites were
so close together that she built one
large church over them - the Church
of the Holy Sepulchre.

That church, built in honour of the
Cross, was dedicated on"4
September 335.
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The sign of the Cross has been used

by Christians since early times.
Tertullian, writing hisDe
Corona(3:2) around AD
211, noted that Christians
seldom did anything
significant without making
the sign of the cross.

Why to Christians do this?
Well, people often put their
initials or some sort of
personal mark on
something to show that it
belongs to them. The
Cross is the personal mark
of our Lord Jesus Christ,
and we mark it on ourselves as a
sign that we belong to him. Even in
the book of Revelation, we read that
the servants of God are ‘sealed’ or
‘marked’ on their foreheads as a sign
that they are his.

A preacher once put it this way: if
you were explaining to someone
how to make a cross, you would say:
"Draw an I.” That is you standing
before the Lord, saying, ‘here | am’.
Then cancel that vertical stroke with
a horizontal stroke — as if to say:
“Lord, | abandon my self-will and
make you the centre of my life
instead. | abandon myself to your
love and service.”

Subject: Olympic Fatigue

My dear Tammy

First | must say how good it was to see your mum when she was over here
last month; | think she had forgotten how changeable our weather can be so |
expect she’s pleased to be back with Queensland’s more predictable weather.

| know from your recent emails that you were following the Olympics; | must
confess | didn’t spend a lot of time watching although it was nice to see so
many bringing home medals.

| think I'm suffering from Olympic fatigue — not so much from the Games
finished but from those to come in 2012; we are constantly told that we must
do, if not better than, at least as well as the Chinese — superior sporting
facilities, better accommodation, more extravagant opening and closing
ceremonies, and so the list goes on. Anyone who dares criticise the expense
is described as curmudgeonly or unpatriotic.

Well I'm sorry, but | can't really see how the £9.3 billion (already four times the
original figure) earmarked for the building of the facilities can be justified and
that’s before we start looking on the millions of pounds required to train our
sportspeople. We are told it is a wonderful opportunity to regenerate the East
End of London for the people who live there — true if it really will benefit them;
but | do wonder what will have happened to those people between now and
2012; will they have been moved out to make room for the building works as |
believe has happened in other countries and if so, will they ever have the
opportunity (or be able to afford) to move back again?

We are constantly told that the Government must find the
money to meet this ever-increasing budget (money paid by
us through taxes etc | should add). I find it very difficult to
support such expenditure when, for instance, there are
people who are refused particular drugs or other medical
treatment on the grounds of cost — how must they feel when
they are asking for mere thousands of pounds rather than
the billions being poured into the 2012 Olympics?

Your ever-loving (and apparently curmudgeonly) Great Aunt Pru
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As many of our readers will by now know, we havédwly Trinity Church, a
fine historic organ having close links with Hand&br the organ enthusiasts
among you, the 32 stop organ built by William Hll1897 contains eight ranks
of pipes which were made for and played

by Handel. These ranks — five on the

Great and three on the Choir — form the

basis of the two, main, contrasting

choruses.

Many organs in England lay claim to a
Handel connection — that maybe Handel
played it — but Holy Trinity’s claim is
unique.

Between 1717 and 1720, Handel lived at

the great house at Cannons near Edgware,

the home of the fabulously wealthy Duke of Chanddandel was employed as
the Duke’s composer and musician in residence.

During this period, the Duke completed the large amate chapel, and
commissioned a new organ from the celebrated dogdder Abraham Jordan.
Handel would have advised on the choice of builther,organ design, and
surely played it at its installation, and thereafte

In 1747, three years after the Duke’s death, thamrvas sold and came to
Gosport. (This is reported in the “London Coural®’Oct. 1747). Jordan’s son
rebuilt it in the west gallery of Holy Trinity chein. Despite several rebuilds
over the next 150 years, when Hill built the preésegan in 1897 he was able
to incorporate the remaining eight Jordan ranksipés, and reuse the
distinguished Georgian organ case, all of whichevagiginally in Cannons in
1720.

These fine pipes — or stops — are wonderful to imetlie generous acoustic of
Holy Trinity. It is moving to think that Handelgfed them, and heard the same
sound that we can hear today.
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The action of the organ is 110 years old, and nesdkreconstruction. Holy
Trinity, aware of its responsibilities to the natj@nd of the Handel legacy, is
committed to a £150,000 project to restore this &nd unique 1897 Hill organ,
based on the 1720 Handel pipes. This Georgian/Natanasterpiece can thus
be heard for the next 100 years as it has beethédast century.

We are not a wealthy parish, and we need all thewe can find to achieve
this restoration.
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This scheme gives you the chance to "adopt" omease unique Jordan organ
pipes dating from 1720 (and closely associated Wihdel) whilst contributing
to the restoration of the 1897 Hill organ, in whtblese historic pipes play a
central role (or you can adopt a Victorian big pexae!)

When you adopt a pipe, your name and chosen pigages) will be displayed

on the organ case. You will be identified for easrsomeone who helped to

restore this organ masterpiece for future genaratio enjoy. You can't take

your pipe away - but you can come and listen toAil adopted organ pipe
would make a wonderful and original

The cost of adopting a pipe ranges from
£80 for the smallest to £2,000 for the
largest.
