CHRISSIE’S JAM: Thank you to everyone who purchased Chrissie's home-made 
jam, which sold out very quickly, and raised £100 for Church funds. Chrissie would 
welcome jam jars, especially the smaller ones, ready to make marmalade for the 
Christmas Fayre. 
 
CLOCK RESTORATION: We recently received a grant of £1,000.00 from 
Hampshire County Council towards the cost of the repair of the clock.  This means 
the total in the account now stands at £5,105.00.  In addition to this the sum of 
£4,700.00 will be available from Gosport Borough Council soon as the repair work 
starts. So we have £9,778.00 out of the total estimated cost of £15,336.00, and 
Fr Andy is making some more applications for grants. Personal donations are 
also gratefully received!
